Day 3: Le Touquet. The chic resort of Le Touquet has long been a favourite with both English and French, seeking to

spend time in the renowned elegance and great atmosphere. As well a fantastic beach, the area is home to a casino, golf

club and racecourse, in addition to all the water-sports you could want. Spend some time wandering the streets with

their chic boutiques and designers shops and visit the markets for a wonderful shopping experience before returning

back to Boulogne.
